All you need to do to be saved (without any 
doubts) is to recite the following prayer and

 # 1 God loves us and offers us a 
wonderful plan for our lives.

#3 Realizing that we cannot save 
ourselves. This solution is a gift from God 
(Eph 2:8-9). We must recognize that…

provision for mans’ sin.  It is through Him 
that we can know and experience God’s love 
and purpose for our lives.  Even though we 
were still sinners, He died for us (Rom 5:8).
